d. What travel option do you choose?

a. How much does it cost for food and drink at each restaurant? Remember to consider how many people you are inviting to your party and include drinks as well as a meal.

b. Calculate the tax according to the cost to eat at each restaurant?

c. Calculate the tip according to the cost to eat at each restaurant?

d. Find the total cost to eat at each restaurant including food, drink, tax, and tip.

e. What restaurant do you choose?

f. What percent of your budget will eating out require?

b. How much will it cost for each activity for the entire group?

c. What percentage of your budget would each of these activities require?
